Example of a Complete Nomination
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Bodie State Historic Park is a genuine
California gold-mining ghost town, Visitors
can walk down the deserted streets of a
town that once had a population of nearly
10,000 people. The town is named for
Waterman S, Body (William Bodey), who
had discovered small amounts of gold in
hills horth of Mono Lake, In 1875, a mine
cave-in revealed pay dirt, which led to
purchase of the mine by the Standard
Company in 1877, From 1877 to 1888, the
B community swelled to more than 10,000
residents and produced aver $£35 million in
gold and silver.,

only a small part of the town survives,
preserved in a state of "arrested decay .
Interiors remain as they were left and

§ stocked with goods, Designated as a
Mational Historic Site and a State Historic
Park in 1962, the remains of Bodie are
being preserved as they were when the town was abandoned more than 50 yvears ago, Today this
once thriving mining camp is visited by tourists, howling winds and an occasional ghost,
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ﬁrooms and water are the only available services so be sure to pack a lunch, bring sunscreen,
r
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Bodie is located on State Route 270, seven miles south and east of Bridgeport off of US 395, From
1J.5, 395 take State Route 270, and go east 10 miles to the end of the pavement. Continue 2 miles
on an unsurfaced road to Bodie, The last 3 miles can at times be rough, Reduced speeds are
necessary.

Hours Open: 2 am to & pm in summer; 9 am to 4 pm in the winter, Museurmn open during the summer
hours,

Seasons Open: Bodie is open all vear, However, because of the high elevation (8,375 feet), it is
accessible anly by skis, snowshoes or snowmohiles during winter months, Snowmobiles must stay on
designated roads in the Bodie Hills,

Yisitor Fees: & nominal fee is charged to enter the park.
